JAIA Brief Profile

The Japan Automobile Importers Association (JAIA) was
established in 1965 when automobile import was liberalized, as
a corporation for public interest under the Export-Import Trade Law.

JAIA aims to promote sound development of the automobile
importing trade by maintaing orderly import-transactions and
carrying on activities for members' common interests.

e History before Establishment of JAIA

August 1, 1952 The Imported Automobile Society (IAS) was

established.

May 28, 1957 IAS was split into three societies O the American
Automobile Importers’ Society, European
Automobile Importers’ Society, and Automotive
Parts Importers’ Society.

May 28, 1962 The above-mentioned three societies merged into

the Automobile Importers’ Association (AIA).
With the liberalization of automobile import, the
Association has been reorganized into its
presentform, the Japan Automobile Importers
Association.
